The Vision
The vision for Seaton is for a world-class visitor and 
interpretation centre, located so that it is accessible to
the stunning East Devon Area of Outstanding Natural
Beauty, the Axe Estuary and the Jurassic Coast World
Heritage Site.

The centre will have a theme of “Geology in Action”,
interpreting the power of the rocks and water that have
been responsible for creating the spectacular landscape. 

Seaton is identified as a primary gateway for the Jurassic
Coast World Heritage Site. The centre will promote
sustainable tourism and encourage visitors to make 
return visits at differing times of the year, to explore the
seasonal changes of the beauty and unique features of
the Axe Valley and its coastline.

A centre at Seaton will attract more people to spend
time in the town, boost trade for local businesses and
existing attractions. Seaton is one end of the Stop Line
Way cycle route from the north of Somerset, linking it
to the National Cycle Network, enhancing eco-tourism
for the region. 

We have an incredibly exciting opportunity to create a
wonderful asset for Seaton and its future. This is a 
community project and we do need everyone’s support.

This proposed new centre will include interpretation
and educational resources, catering and retail facilities
and the tourist information centre, providing a much
needed visitor hub and focus for Seaton. With access
for all, our visitors of all ages will be able to experience
and understand the unique wonder of this part of the
coastline and then be encouraged to see it for 
themselves. Radiating from the centre will be guided 
activities to suit all tastes, including walks, bird watching,
rockpooling and many more.
